ABDULLAH AL MARRI

A crowd favourite, humble to all and 
especially to the sport, Abdullah Al Marri 
only started his equestrian career in his 
20s and has now participated in over 
ten Nations Cup and is this year’s event 
selected FEI Ambassador.

“What can I say? It’s such an honour but 
mostly a responsibility that I hope I am 
worthy of. We’ve been hosting this event 
for four years now and I also hope to step 
up the plate.”

A family man and a recent father to a four-
year old daughter, Abdullah’s formula to 
success is to continuously seek knowledge 
of the sport.

“I’ve been ambitious and considerably 
lucky. I had the right trainers in my presence 
at the right time and mostly experienced 
horses that brought me to where I am 
now. We didn’t qualify for the 2020 Japan 
Olympics but I am happy we did for the 
2020 FEI World Cup in Las Vegas this 
coming April. This is the 2nd time I qualify 
in 12 years so you can imagine my thrill!”

As for his horse, James VD Oude 
Heihoef owned by Al Shiraa 
Stables, Abdullah continues: 
 
“James is my best horse at the moment 
and I’ve been riding him since November 
2019 and we’ve had three clear rounds in 
five Star Grand Prix’s this season and were 
placed at CSI5* Sharjah, also this season. 
So he really is the cherry on top and I 
hope we can both deliver at this year’s 
Presidents Cup”.
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Aged 17, and only started riding 
horses in 2017, Abdulla Ahmed 
Ameen Al Shurafa won the 2020 
Junior Abu Dhabi National Show 
held at Abu Dhabi Equestrian Club 
and already seems to be a rising 
star. Attends Wahda Private School 
and trains with Devon Bessette 
of Al Shiraa Team, Abdualla rides 
three horses; Cornado, Elctron and 
Edeon,

“It is such a great feeling, possibly 
the greatest feeling any rider could 
have to win, and it’s such an honor 
to win these classes and present the 
UAE flag.”

Abdulla will be participating in this 
year’s Presidents Cup as a junior 
rider so keep out an eye for him! 
And speaking of his role models, 
Abdullah tells us:

“Switzerland’s Steve Guerdat is my 
role model, he is currently ranked 
1st on the Longines Rankings and I 
really admire the way he rides.”

MINUTES WITH JUNIOR RIDER
ABDULLA AHMED AMEEN AL SHURFA
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Showjumping sport is a competitive equestrian 
event in which horse and rider are required to 
jump, usually within a time limit, a series of fences 
that have been designed for a particular show. The 
sport officially started on July 28, 1868 with the 
inaugural Dublin Horse Show, was held at the 1900 
Olympic Games in Paris, and has been held at every 
Olympics from 1912 in both individual and team 
competitions.

The sport is one of the very few sports where men 
and women are completely equal in competition 
and the horses in Olympic equestrian events have 
their own passports and fly business class.

that with the lowest score of faults.

6.  In Division 1 Events, four athletes per team take 
part in the first round. Unless eliminated in the 
first round, eight teams take part in the second 
round with four athletes each. The home team, if 
not one of the Division one teams, may not return 
for the second round unless they have qualified 
among the eight teams allowed to return for the 
second round.

7.  The nation with the best overall score is top of 
the table.

8.  The FEI Nations Cup™ Final consists of three 
competitions. Each team competes in two of the 
three competitions. 

9. Teams placed 9 – 18 will compete in the 2nd 
competition and start on zero penalties. 

10. Teams placed 1 – 8 will compete in the Final 
Competition. All teams start on zero penalties. 

In the case of a jump off, teams not taking part in 
the jump off are separated by the times of their 
best three athletes in the initial round.

1.  The world is split into six regions for the 
competition - Europe (Division 1 and 2), North & 
Central America, South America, Middle East, Asia/
Australia and Africa. From these regions, teams are 
able to qualify for the World Final, which is usually 
held annually between September and October in 
Spain. 

2.  Qualifying events take place in Europe Division 1 
& Europe Division 2, North America and the Middle 
East. Qualification of teams from South America, 
Africa and Asia/Australasia are established through 
the Longines Rankings.

 3.  The top teams from each of these regions 
eventually make up the eighteen teams who 
compete against each other at the Final in Barcelona 
for the overall title of the winning nation.

4.  Each nation sends four riders per team. Every 
single rider and horse jumps the first round, and the 
worst score from each nation is dropped.

5.  All riders jump both first and second rounds. At 
the end of both rounds, the best three scores of the 
team are added together, (therefore leaving out the 
worst score of the four riders).  The winning team is
